
 

German A Level Bridging Work 

 

It is extremely important that you keep up your German learning over the long summer break. The most 
important thing you can do is listen to authentic language – even though you won’t understand every 
word! As you listen, make sure you listen actively. This means taking notes.  

We would therefore like you to keep a diary of the resources you engage with and the vocabulary you have 
learned from them.  

It is likely that you will also wish to revisit some grammar points from GCSE. You should keep a record of 
your grammar practice in your learning diary too.  

 

Here are some ideas of listening activities which you can do for your learning diary: 

1. Watch some TV and videos in German. 

• Watch on YouTube: Peppa Wutz (Peppa Pig Deutsch - Offizieller Kanal - YouTube), Deutsch 
lernen mit DW (Deutsch lernen mit der DW - YouTube).  

• If you have Netflix or Disney+, you can change the language setting to German. Most Netflix 
Original series are available dubbed in German if you want to watch something you’re 
already familiar with, or you could try authentic German TV shows such as “Nailed It! 
Germany”. 

• Watch a wide range of German TV shows here: ARD Mediathek - Videos von Das Erste und 
den Dritten Programmen | ARD Mediathek  

• Watch the German equivalent of Newsround here, updated every day: logo! - die 
Kindernachrichten des ZDF - ZDFtivi (scroll down to “die aktuelle Sendung”) 

• Watch live German TV here: DasErste.de Startseite - Startseite - ARD | Das Erste

3. Listen to different German radio stations here: Radio online hören => Deutschland.FM 
 

4. Listen to short audio clips on a huge range of topics on this website: Allemand - Audio Lingua - mp3 
en anglais, allemand, arabe, catalan, chinois, corse, créole, espagnol, hébreu, italien, russe, occitan, 
portugais et français (ac-versailles.fr)
